Important information

The Study and Work Visa can be attained
for the period of 8 months (35 weeks)
and students can renew this visa twice.

The total duration of the immigration
permission for a new student attending
language courses is 2 years or 3 x 8 months.

The Academic Year Programme
includes 25 course weeks so students
are entitled to an additional 8 weeks
of holidays that can be used during
or after the language course.

While studying students are entitled
to work for up to 20 hours per week.
During a holiday period, they can work
for up to 40 hours per week. Full-time
work can only take place during desig-
nated holiday periods (June to August,
and December).

Students must have an 85% attendance
rate at their course to retain their visa.
