COURSE OUTLINE

English Language & Irish Culture will help you to build confidence in reading, writing, and
speaking in English while gaining knowledge about a new culture. This course blends
content driven lessons with language to develop communication skills with others on the
topic of their country’s culture and traditions. During this course participants will examine key
aspects of life in Ireland through presentations, tasks, research, songs and interaction with
local people and the unique culture of this area in the West of Ireland.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Overall objectives of the mobility. To gain an understanding of Irish Culture, Traditions
and Contemporary Life in Ireland. To enhance communication skills to interact effectively
with English Speakers. To explore aspects of the culture that interest you. To deepen your
knowledge & understanding of this topic with the view to presenting to or teaching others.

As well as improving your English language ability you will
also have the opportunity to learn about Irish culture and compare it to other European
contexts. By connecting with participants from all over Europe, you will benefit from sharing
experiences and expertise.
