This course
focuses on how to integrate blended learning into your own practices, in a way which will benefit and
motivate your students.

The course equips participants to build confidence in integrating blended learning into their teaching
practice.

Through inbuilt
dissemination activities, participants are invited to share knowledge and skills acquired with their
colleagues.
